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Abstract: A battery managing unit for a photo-voltaic electric power generation system is developed. As a
lithium ion battery is very sensitive to the way of usage, a battery managing unit must be equipped for the
safe operation. The unit has two functions: one is monitoring the voltage of all cells and cut off the
charging or discharging circuit in an emergency, the other is balancing the cell voltage by discharging the
over voltage cell. This paper describes the hardware construction of the developed system.
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
